· What can your science teacher do this year to help you be successful?

· What should your science teacher not do?

· Paragraph 3

· Where would you like to be in 10 years?

· How can science help you reach your 10 year goal? (If you do not think that science will help you reach this goal, please explain.)

· Paragraph 4

· What do you need to reach your 10-year goal?

· How can Mr. Tobin help you be successful in reaching your 10-year goal successfully?

· How does your goal give back to the community as a whole?

· Paragraph 5

· Share some things about yourself with Mr. Tobin.

Science Autobiography Grading Rubric
